It's
well-written, it’s fascinating, it’s full of history, it’s
true, and if you haven’t run across it before, you’'re going to
struggle with some major resistance to what it says. You won’t
like what you read.

But, with that in mind, it’s something every author should
know, and probably every reader, too.
